1. Prior to installati on, thoroughly fl ush all water lines and replace stop washers, 
if required. USE TEFLON TAPE FOR ALL CONNECTIONS, NO PIPE DOPE

2. Remove the Mounti ng Nut (10) and Slott ed Washer (9) from the Mounti ng 
Bolt/Inlet Shank (7).

3. Ensure the Mounti ng O-Ring (8) is fi tt ed on the Faucet Body (5), then feed 
the Sensor Eye Cable (17) and the Mounti ng Bolt/Inlet Shank (7) into the 
sink backsplash mounti ng hole. Secure the faucet using the Slott ed Washer 
(9) and the Mounti ng Nut (10). 

4. Mount the Gooseneck Spout (2) onto the Faucet Body (5) and secure by 
ti ghtening the Spout Nut (3). 

5. Att ach the 90-Degree Elbow (11) to the Mounti ng Bolt/Inlet Shank (7) with 
the threaded ti p pointed down at the fl oor. 

6. Att ach the Supply Tube (12) to the 90-Degree Elbow (11). 
7. Considering the length of the Supply Tube (12), drill two holes, 5 3⁄4” apart, 

on the wall verti cally, to mount the Control Box (18). Use the two mounti ng 
screws and anchors provided. Ensure the Control Box (18) is mounted with 
the arrow on the lid pointi ng up. 

8. Att ach the Compression Adapter (13) to the Solenoid Valve (14). 
9. Att ach the Supply Tube (12) to the Compression Adapter (13).  

a. Pre-tempered or cold water only: Use a union fi tti  ng (not supplied) to 
connect the supply line (not supplied) from the supply stop to the In-
Line Filter (15). 

b. Tempered water: Att ach an opti onal Hydrotek HC-001 Mixing Valve or 
HC-003 Mixing T to the In-Line Filter (15). Connect the supply lines (not 
supplied) to the mixing valve or mixing T. 

10. Connect the Sensor Eye Cable (17) into matching connector on the PC Board 
in the Control Box (18); making sure the cables are seated properly. 

11. To ensure proper operati on, “DRY TEST” the faucet by connecti ng power to 
the unit before turning water on.

b. Batt ery Powered: Properly install new batt eries into the batt ery holder. 
Place your hand in front of the sensor eye and listen for a clicking sound. 

c. If there is no clicking sound, push the reset butt on on the PC Board 
inside of the Control Box (18). Listen for a clicking sound.

d. **If there is sti ll no clicking sound, call Hydrotek at the number listed 
below.

12. Insert the blue plug and the brass ring on the end(s) of the shielding for 
the Sensor Eye Cable (17) and the cable for the AC Power Adapter (19) (AC 
models ONLY), into the designated openings at the bott om of the Control 
Box (18). To ensure proper water resistance, reinstall the cover for the 
Control Box (18) and ti ghten the screws. 

13. Turn on the water and check for leaks. Place hand in front of the sensor eye 
to acti vate water fl ow. Remove hands and the water should stop. 

14. Periodically clean the fi lter element in the In-Line Filter (15).

1. Turn off  the water supply at the stop valve.
2. Place your hands within the sensor range to drain the 
residual water in the valve. 
3. Disconnect both water supply lines from the solenoid 
valve (2) and the inline fi lter. 
4. Remove the control box (7) from the wall, if possible, to 
gain easier access to the solenoid valve (2). 
5. Loosen up all 4 control box cover screws (10) and remove 
the cover. 
6. Disconnect the orange & blue solenoid wires (6) from the 
PC board (8).
7. Remove all 4 Philip screws (1) mounti ng the solenoid 
valve assembly (2) to the control box. 
8. Remove and transfer the solenoid valve assembly (2) to 
a fl at surface, remove all four solenoid coil screws (11), and 
separate the coil (6) from the valve seat (2).
9. Replace the solenoid piston (13), the piston spring (12), 
and the control valve’s pencil size O-Ring (14).
10. Remove the control valve (5) and the Control Spring (4).
11. Gently tap the solenoid valve assembly (2) on a fl at 
surface to remove the old control disc (3).
12. If excessive calcium, lime deposits are noti ceable inside 
the valve body (2), use triple zero steel wool pad to smooth 
it out, then rinse with water ONLY. 

13.Install the new control disc (3) into the valve seat, as well 
as the new control spring (4) into the center of the control 
valve (5). 
14. Reinstall the control valve (5), the solenoid coil (6), and 
secure it with all 4 solenoid screws (11)
15. Mount the solenoid valve assembly (2) back on the 
control box (7) and reconnect the solenoid wire (6) to the 
PC board (8). 
16. Remove the inline fi lter screen (15) and make sure it is 
clean of any line debris.
17. Reconnect both water supply lines to the valve 
assembly (2) and the inline fi lter. 
18. With the power supply connected to the PC board, 
press the reset butt on on the PC board (8) to confi rm 
solenoid click sound. 
19. Mount the control box (7) back on the wall. 
20. Turn the water ON at the stop valve and check all the 
connecti ons for any possible leaks. 
21. If no leak is detected, test the faucet by placing hands 
within the sensor range. The water should be fl owing at full 
pressure. 
22. Re-install the control box cover (9).
